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Carta oberta: Els joves Europeus Federalistes desitgen una rapida ratificaci6 del Tractat de Lisboa

Benvoigut president Klaus,

Els Joves Europeus Federalistes de Catalunya tenen el plaer d'oferir-li simbolicament un boligraf per tal
d’encoratjar-lo a signar el Tractat de Lisboa. Després del referéndum a Irlanda i de la ratificacié de Polonia, la
Republica Txeca és I'tinic Estat membre que manca per ratificar el Tractat.

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Open letter: Young European Federalists wish a prompt ratification of the Lisbon Treaty

Excellency, President Klaus,

The Young European Federalists from JEF Catalunya have the pleasure to offer you a symbolic pen in
order to encourage you to sign the Lisbon Treaty at the earliest opportunity. Following the referendum in
Ireland and the ratification of Poland, the Czech Republic is the last Member State due to ratify the Treaty.

The Young European Federalists are aware that it is necessary to wait for the verdict of the Czech
Constitutional Court that is currently re-examining the compatibility of the Treaty with the Czech legal order.
Nevertheless, all previous verdicts of the Court authorised the Treaty's compatibility. By failing to ratify this
Treaty, the Czech Republic could move itself to the periphery of the EU, reducing the Czechs' ability to
influence any decision making at the European level.

We would like to bring to your attention the fact that an overwhelming majority of Irish voters supported the
Treaty, and that according to a recent poll conducted by the Czech Centre of Analyses and Empirical
Research (SANEP) 43 percent of Czech citizens believe that their President should immediately put his
signature on Lisbon while a large majority considers the Czech Republic's entry into the EU in 2004 a step
in the right direction. SANEP also found that 44 percent of people are convinced that postponing the
signature would harm the Czech Republic's position within the EU.

We are convinced that the institutional reform of the EU concerns not only Czech and Irish people, but all
European citizens. The Lisbon Treaty will bring clear advantages for citizens through a more effective and
democratic functioning of a European- Union with 27 Member States. Its present form was shaped also by
cross-party selection of Czech members of the convention that drafted the Constitutional Treaty, which
provides a large part of the content of the Lisbon Treaty. ’

We share your sentiment about the democratic deficit of the EU. That is why we encourage you to sign the
Treaty that is expanding the number of subjects on which the democratically elected MEPs will be making
decisions.

The EU has been living a political impasse for too long now. It's time that the EU became able to effectively
deal with issues of fundamental importance, such as unemployment, illegal immigration, cross-border
crimes as human trafficking or money laundering, and other common challenges that affect our daily life.

The Lisbon Treaty will enabie the Czech Republic to gain leverage over a range of global issues on which it
would have considerably less influence as a small country acting outside the EU. The Czech Republic’s
signature will allow this to happen.

As young citizens, we believe that our future lies in a more democratic, federal European Union that is
united in diversity. Today, European leaders have the responsibility to build a long term political project for
the people of Europe and with the people of Europe.

Finally, we ask you to respect the will of the peoples of Europe, particularly the people of the Czech
Republic, who through their elected representatives in both chambers of the Parliament have called for
change in Europe. These representatives, unlike yourself, have been directly elected by the Czech people,
and we ask you to resp
